Dear Gentlemen,

We just wanted to take a moment of your time to thank you for providing the
families in Duluth with such a wonderful facility as the Scottish Rite Clinic. Ot
daughter, Jacklyn, has an Autism Spectrum Disorder that requires her to recei
speech therapy.n the begining stages of her diagnosis we were refered to the clini
by our pediatrician. When we contacted the clinic we were devastated at the
possibility of such a diagnosis. At the time we were also expecting a new baby with
two months. Although thelinic schedule was booked, we were worked in for an initial
evaluation. After that consultation our daughter was put on the waiting list to see &
speech therapist. Upon learning that the waiting list could be up to a year long an
that Mrs. Bushey also spected an Autism Spectrum Disorder we panicked. In the
case of an ASOme is of the essence. The earlier a child can begin intensive
intervention therapies the better that child's long term outcome. Mrs. Bushey
suggested to periodically meet with us ¢ive us ideas on setting up a home program
until Jackie could be seen in the clinic on a regular basis. She spent many of her o
hours teaching us about Floortime, books to read, methods to try, games to play, ar
the list goes on. She was and IS a pheeoah resource. When Jacklyn's name came to
the top of the waiting list (10 months later) we began working with Tamara Pogit
twice weekly. Mrs. Pogin is also another extraordinary SLT that works extra hard
personalizing treatment for the children.

The® two women have helped our daughter go from virtually nonverbal to
speaking full sentences in a year's time. The most amazing part is they do it every c
with other children and the clinic provides the service for free. To so many desperat
families thatdo not have the insurance coverage or financial resources to provide
their children with speech therapy the Scottish Rite Clinic is an absolute godsend.
